2.  Smoke really bothers you.

1.  You are hot, and would like to open a window.

2.  You are wearing a thin shirt or blouse, and you are a little cool.

1.  You were in a hurry, and you bumped into another person and caused him or her to drop a package.

2.  You were the person bumped.  The package contained some dirty laundry.

1.  You want to buy a ticket to the movie.  There are ten or fifteen people around the box office, but there is no clear line.

2.  You have been waiting in line for about ten minutes, and the line isn(t moving very fast.

1.  You put your umbrella down on the counter, and attended to other matters for a minute or two.  When you looked toward the door, you saw another person leaving with your umbrella.

2.   You picked up his or her umbrella by mistake

1.  You borrowed another student(s notebook with all his or her notes from a class.  You promised to return it in class this morning, but you forgot it.

2.  You really need your notebook now.
